BWB are responsible for delivering the sport at all levels, from grassroots to the GB teams who
compete at the Paralympic Games. BWB run domestic leagues and competitions, coaching and
development programmes and qualifications for coaches and officials, and support a network of
clubs across the country.

e Provision of OBE Encoder & LiveU Hire To include all provisions, liaison and testing (including
test of internet connection and port) with BWB broadcast partner (ie BBC)

e All production to meet the broadcast partners technical requirements specification.

e Work with BWB provided commentary teams and equipment needed to do their job

e Live stream to BWB’s YouTube accounts

e Integration of provided short BWB videos into broadcast

e Branded graphical overlay including team lists, score with team logos, game clock, and
previous / upcoming fixtures

e Provision of high-quality game media files post event

e One elevated full court mid-way line angle on each court

e One Commentator per court

e 3 Courts to be Streamed simultaneously. Platforms required on all 3 courts if possible

e All mileage allowance and staff expenses should be included in your quote
